Baldwin Elementary Arrival and Dismissal Procedures

Car Drop Off and Pick Up 

In order to provide safe arrival and departure procedures for our Baldwin students, the following traffic patterns have been established for the front drop-off and pick-up of students before and after school:


Front (Entrance off Meridian Drive)

· Please pull forward as far as possible before dropping off or picking up.  

· Please do not leave vehicles unattended along the right or left hand curb area.  This is a fire lane and unattended cars parked here cause a safety hazard.  If you need to come into the school, please park in a visitor parking place or on the street.

· ALL vehicles can turn RIGHT or LEFT onto Meridian when exiting pick-up and drop-off loops from 7:15-8:15 a.m. and 2:00-3:30 p.m..  

Morning Arrival

· All cars enter and drop off in the front circle drive.   Cars are to stay in a single file line in the right hand lane only of the  front parent loop.  Please do not drop children off in the parking lot.  You may do so if you park your car in a visitor spot. 

·  Please follow directions of the staff on duty and Safety Patrol.  

· Safety Patrol members will be stationed along the right curb to open doors for students entering or exiting cars.

· Please watch carefully for children in the crosswalk.

· Everyone should stay in a single-file line as you pull through the drive.  Please drive carefully in our drop off loop.  

Afternoon Pick-Up  

· ALL cars enter in the front circle drive.  Please do not block the flow of traffic by waiting in line for a late arriving child.  Encourage your child to watch for their vehicle and quickly enter it.  Please do not enter the school building to pick-up your child during afternoon dismissal. 

	Kindergarten, 1st, and 2nd Dismiss @ 2:45p.m.

· Kindergarten will exit through the front doors of the school, turn right, and wait at the grassy area just past the library.  

· 1st will exit through the front doors, turn right, and line up against the library wall.

· 2nd will walk out the front doors, turn right, and sit on the benches.

· For dismissal, please use a GREEN identification card and put your child’s name, grade level and teacher’s name in right front window to better assist dismissal and traffic flow.  For safety, please remove these cards from your window when you are not at dismissal.
	3rd, 4th, and 5th Dismiss @ 2:45p.m.

· 3rd grade will exit out the front door, turn left, and sit on the benches by the flagpole.

· 4th grade and 5th graders will exit out of the yellow wing, walk to the front of the building and wait by the bike racks.  

Walkers and Bike Riders

· Student’s riding bikes or scooters must enter the school through the front doors. 

· Meridian walkers will be dismissed out of the yellow wing to be dismissed at the Meridian trail.

· Espina walkers will be held inside the building and will be dismissed after buses depart.

· Students in Pre-K, Kindergarten, and 1st grade are not permitted to walk home with older siblings and without adult supervision unless the attached release form is signed by a parent.  Release forms should be returned to your  child’s teacher.




Parking

Please park in designated spaces (very limited space is available on campus) or on the street, but not within the crosswalks or no parking zones.  Cars parked in fire lanes (including the front loop) or no parking areas are subject to ticketing and towing.  

Bus Riders/Day Care Vans

All AISD buses and day care vans will enter and exit using the Bus Loop Drive located on the back side of the school. NO other traffic is allowed in the Bus Loop Drive.   Buses may turn right or left when exiting the bus loop.  

Walkers/Bike Riders

Students who walk, ride scooters, skateboards or bikes should be aware of car and bus traffic.  Bike racks are located in front of the school.  After school, bike riders will be released to the front of the campus to retrieve their bicycles, scooters, etc. and return home.  Such students should remain on sidewalks, on the bike/foot paths, or in bike lanes at all times.  Please walk bikes on campus.  At all times, scooter, skateboard and bike riders should wear helmets to protect from injury.  Students should cross streets only in marked crosswalks.    Please DO NOT let your child cross between cars. Safe transit for both students and parents is important to all of us.  The Baldwin staff and parents appreciate your assistance in providing a safe environment for all children.
